Your university should send your nomination to the address
by May 31 (winter semester) or November 30 (summer semester).

After receiving nomination from your home university, we will contact you directly via email provided by your home
university in order to start the application and selection process here. To do that we would need a few documents:

1. PRELIMINARY LEARNING AGREEMENT: we will send you the form. Please, check out our Course catalog available for
international students -

For students coming from neighboring countries - complete academic offer in Serbian language is also available for
exchange students. Please, check the website of the respective host faculty.

2. ENROLLMENT CERTIFICATE: issued by your home faculty, confirming your student status.

3. TRANSCRIPT OF RECORDS: send us your latest Transcript of Records (list of passed exams) in original language and
translation in English language (your Transcript doesn't have to be officially translated by a court translator, you can translated
it by yourself, but we will be needing the original document as well).

For students coming from neighboring countries - due to language similarities no English translation is needed.

4. LANGUAGE CERTIFICATE (English language or other language in which you will study during your mobility), proving your
language competences are at min. B1 level. We don't require the official internationally recognized certificates (such as
TOEFL or IELTS), so you can send us a certificate issued by your faculty. For students coming from neighboring countries - no
Language certificate is needed if Serbian is the language of your mobility.

5. PASSPORT: send us a copy of your passport
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Before you prepare your Learning Agreement (LA) check the
(the list of elective subjects for Erasmus

students). The requested range is between 20 and 30 ECTS (the

maximum number is 30 ECTS per semester)

You should send your Learning Agreement (signed by you and

your Coordinator) to the address by

the deadline stated in our initial email.

Once your LA is signed by the Erasmus+ academic Coordinator

at your host faculty here, you will get the scan version

of this document by email.

Whether you require a visa or not, you will receive all the necessary information regarding
travel to Serbia.

Depending on your country of origin, you may need to apply for a visa in advance, or you
may be required to apply for a residence permit upon arrival at the University of Kragujevac.

In both cases, you will receive an Invitation/Acceptance Letter from our side containing all
the relevant details.
